DEN MATERIELLA STADEN

Den materiella staden bestér av 54 kuber placerade pd paviljong-ytan med 1 meters
mellanrum. Varje kub har mdtten 50 x 50 x 50 cm och bestdr av olika material. Dessa
material ar séint man finner runt om i staden pd& olika platser som t.ex. fasader, torg,
inomhus i butiker och kaféer, byggen, gator osv. Det kan vara betong, tegel, tyg,
plexiglas, plywood osv. Kuberna ar tankta som sittplatser for besdkarna och som
konversationsstartare. Vad ar det for material vi bygger var stad med? Hur ser de ut
och hur kéinns de att ta p&? Ar det fint eller fult? Praktiskt och tillgdingligt? Framme vid
scenen finns Aven en ruta avsatt for funktionshindrade dé& dessa alltid ska ha en
sjalvklar plats i staden. Hela paviljongen &r utan véggar och helt dppen &t alla hall sé
man kan se den och vad om pdagdr dar frdn omkringliggande ytor.

Under mdssans gédng har man mojlighet att flytta pd kuberna och skapa alternativ
moblering. Man ska dé forhdlla sig till rutnatet som den forsta mobleringen skapade
genom att placera kuberna ihop. D& blir passagerna mellan sittningarna aldrig
mindre an 1 meter breda. Man kan skapa nya typer av sittningar och dven storre
Oppna ytor eller "torg" for besdkarna att mingla, interagera eller ta del av det som
sags pd scenen. Nar man flyttar pd en kub kommer man se en ruta p& golvet med ett
citat om staden. Dessa citat kan ocksd fungera som konversationsstartare eller ndgot
att reflektera dver. Det gor ocksé att man blir mer motiverad att flytta pé& kuberna for
att se vad det sté&r under dem. Paviljongen blir for&nderlig, levande, interaktiv och
kommer att se annorlunda ut under hela mdssan och géra att besdkarna kommer vilja
komma tillbaka flera génger.
